What is this product?

TYPE OF PRODUCT
The product is a Sub-Fund of Prism@ SICAV, an Undertaking for Collective Investment in Transferable Securities (UCITS) incorporated as a
variable capital investment company (SICAV) under the laws of Luxembourg.

TERM
The Fund is established for an unlimited duration. However, the Board of Directors of the Fund may decide to close the Fund under certain
circumstances.

OBJECTIVES

The objective of the Sub-Fund is to seek long-term capital appreciation in USD by an active management, which may include some investments
that could involve a high risk of return. The Sub-Fund is actively managed and is not managed in reference to a benchmark.

The Sub-Fund may invest its assets in equities with no limits on any market all over the world and more particularly, but not limited, in OECD
countries; therefore, it may invest in different currencies.

The Sub-Fund may also invest its assets in fixed income securities with no limits on any market all over the world and more particularly in OECD
countries; therefore, it may invest in different currencies.

The Sub-Fund will not borrow money to increase its exposure to the markets.

The Sub-Fund may invest in money market instruments and may also hold, on an ancillary basis, liquid assets.

The Sub-Fund will not invest more than 10% of its net assets in units of other UCITS and/or other UCI.

Furthermore, the Sub-Fund may engage in various portfolio strategies underlying all kinds of securities, such as derivatives, options and futures, as
described under Chapter 12 of this Prospectus to attempt to reduce certain risks of investments or to attempt to enhance return.

Investors must accept and assume the risk that entails the Sub-Fund'’s investment policy as established from time to time by the Board of Directors.

The return of the product is determined by using the net asset value calculated by the Central Administration. This return depends mainly on the
market value fluctuations of the underlying investments. The Sub-Fund's assets are seggregated from assets of other sub-funds of the Fund. The
assets of the Sub-Fund cannot be used to pay debts of other sub-funds. The recommended holding period of this product is determined to allow
sufficient time for this product to reach its objectives and avoiding short term market fluctuations.

This Class is cumulative. Dividend distributions are not planned.

INTENDED RETAIL INVESTORS

The product is suitable for retail investors with limited knowledge of the underlying financial instruments and no financial industry experience. The
product is compatible with investors who may bear capital losses and who do not need capital guarantee. The product is compatible with clients
looking for growing their capital and who wish to hold their investment over 5 years.

What happens if BIL Manage Invest S.A. is unable to pay out?

The assets
of the Fund cannot be used to pay the debts of other sub-funds.

How long should I hold it and can I take my money out early?

Recommended Holding Period (RHP): 5 years.

The RHP was chosen to provide a consistent return less dependent on market fluctuations.
